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ABOUT US           CHAPLAINCY SERVICES 
 
The Australian Racing Christian Chaplaincy (ARCC) was established in 
1996 as the Anglican Racing Industry Ministry (ARIM).  
ARIM was the vision of Anglican minister Rev Paul Bayliss, who brought 
together a group of Christian people, including Anglicans and Catholics, 
with links to the thoroughbred racing industry. These were people keen to 
establish a gospel-based Christian ministry focused particularly on the 
needs of those working in stables: track riders, jockeys, stable hands and 
trainers and the wider racing industry.  
 
ARIM has since grown into ARCC Inc - an interchurch Christian 
organisation incorporated in NSW and currently delivering chaplaincy 
services at Royal Randwick and Rosehill Gardens racetracks. ARCC also 
has links with the Racetrack Chaplaincy of America (RTCA) which has 68 
chaplains working at over 109 racetracks across America. We are also 
networked with racetrack chaplaincy programs operating in England, 
Canada, South Korea, South America and New Zealand. 
 
 

OUR VISION 
 
To bring the gospel message of Jesus Christ, ministry resources, support, 
message and social services of the Christian Church to promote the 
Christian faith, spiritual development and well-being of people working 
within Australia’s Thoroughbred Racing Industry. 
 
ARCC recognises that working within the thoroughbred racing industry are 
people who have many needs and issues. ARCC aims to establish a 
network of full time Christian chaplains at racetracks, initially in Sydney, 
and then extending to regional centres and other states.  

 
» Pastoral support (stables, racedays) available 24 hours.  
   Chaplain’s office also on course at Royal Randwick and  
   Rosehill Gardens. 
 

» Personal counselling 
 

» Referral services (eg financial help/budgeting, post injury recovery, 
drug/alcohol support, pregnancy support, emergency accommodation, 
problem gambling) to relevant government or church agencies
